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SESSION 7
What to take

Do not take anything with you that you would be upset to loose.

We suggest you take old clothes, certainly not your best clothes. You will only need one smart outfit for possible smart (non uniform) events.  We recommend that your underwear and as many clothes as possible are cotton. It will be hot but once you get used to the heat you will need a jumper/fleece in the evening when it becomes a little cooler and first thing in the morning.

See sample kit list from last weekend.

Everything should be recognisable or named.

Uniform: Explorer trousers, Scout shirt, (shorts as well if you want), Explorer scout polo shirt and scarf.

Take your kit in one main bag and take a smaller bag that can be used as an overnight or day sack.  When you pack your luggage ensure that all sharp items are in the main luggage, not your hand luggage.  Note  the recent restrictions on hand luggage and take minimum.  Hand luggage should contain any medications you need, a spare pair of pants, tooth brush and other immediate essentials that you would need for the first few hours if your luggage was lost.  But please remember that it is unlikely that everyone’s bags will be lost so clothes etc can be shared. Hand luggage should not include and bottles over 100ml, this includes cosmetics, hair products cream etc… 
Money

The money you have paid for the trip and the money you have fund raised will pay for all accommodation, food, soft drinks, transport during the trip.  You only need money for gifts, phonecalls, emails, postcards.  We suggest between £40 to £60 in  cash English money 

Passport, 
If you have not already handed in Passports they must be handed in to the leaders by the Parents evening in early December. Passport must have 6monthes remaining

Medical

You should now have had vaccinations, if not you MUST have by start of December.  If you have not obtained Malarone prescription  and tablet please do so ASAP and bring to the parents meeting in December.

 You should have complete part A about your general health and  handed in if not bring to parents evening in December.

Complete part B about anything you have caught immediately prior to departure and bring with you on the 28th December.  Please try to come away healthy  and keep away from infectious people.
